Show Hall Rules:

1.  This is a Smoke Free facility.  Smoking will only be allowed in a designated area. 

2.  Nothing can be attached to the walls, ceilings or tables.

3.  All trash must be must be removed from tables - PLEASE keep your area clean!!!!

4.  If you create damage to the facility, you will be liable for the costs of the repairs.

5.  Children must be kept under control at all times.  No running in the showroom, no running or jumping on the furniture in the Social Hall area.

Also, we are asking for your help to support Flying Duck Farm Horse Sanctuary, Randallstown, MD. Kelly Reiter and her family take in rescue horses that have “disabilities.”  They all have special needs of some sort.   So anything horse related that you have laying around that you don’t need, bring them with you to the show.  Kelly appreciates all the help she can get!  You can find them on Facebook.
JUDGING:  All classes will be single JUDGED.  Each model may enter one division, and one class per section within that division.  We will do our best to split large classes!

We are an approved NAMHSA Member Show. This means that all first and second place horses in open classes will qualify for the 2018-2021 North American Nationals, and will receive NAN cards as proof of their qualified status. 

AWARDS: Flats (or paper) ribbons will be awarded in 1st through 6th in all classes, Breed Champs will receive 3 streamer ribbons, Division Champs will receive larger 3 streamer ribbons, and Grandest of the Grand will receive a trophy.  Full results will be e-mailed to all exhibitors so please make sure you have a correct e-mail addy included on your entry form and posted on web after show.   
ENTRY FEES:  

Tables are 72” diameter ~ round.   Full table:  $60 or  ½ Table:  $35 (We will cut entries off after we have reached 30 open exhibitors tables sold.  At that point we will do a list, first come – first serve if anything changes.)

Novice - $25 (*NOTE: Youth will receive a full table per entry – you will NOT need to bring one)     
ENTRIES DEADLINES:    If your entry is POST MARKED prior to 1/15/2018, regular fees list above apply.  ANY entry POST MARKED 1/16/2018, a late fee of $10.00 per exhibitor will be assessed for each entry.  No late entries will be accepted unless fees are sent with entry in form of a money order.
Proxy/No Table fee: $4 per horse up to 8 horses. No table space will be set aside for Proxy horses.  This fee is for entrants having somebody else proxy show their models.

Entry fees may be paid by cashier’s check, personal checks, or money order  when pay prior to 1/15/2018.  After this date, only cashier’s check or money order  only please!  Personal checks received after 1/16/18 will be returned.  Please make the cashier’s check or money order payable to "Ingrid Parker.”
ENTRY LIMITS: There is a limit of “2” horses per entrant per class.  If you have more than 2 entries for a class, there will be a cup on each table.  Please put $1 per horse over your 2 horse limit.  Don’t forget you'll also have to be able fit all your models on your table!  ABSOLUTELY NO SPILLAGE INTO THE AISLEWAYS.  No table “extensions” with boxes/trunks.  Boxes/trunks must be kept UNDER your table.

SCHEDULE:  SHOW HALL will open at 7:30 AM for all participants. The show will start at 8:15 am and will run until done.  DOORS WILL BE LOCKED UNTIL SHOWROOM IS COMPLETELY SET UP!   YOU MUST BE PACKED AND OUT OF SHOWROOM BY 6 PM.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  

MULTIPLE RINGS WILL RUN SIMULTANEOUSLY, SO YOU’LL HAVE TO STAY ALERT!

Ring 1 – Custom Division (Trad/Classic size), CM Color Workmanship (All Sizes)
Ring 2 – Artist Resin Division (Trad/Classic size), AR Color Workmanship (All Sizes)                                   
Ring 3 – Custom Mini Division, Artist Resin Mini Division, OF Other/China/Custom Glazed Division
Ring 4 & 5– OF Breyer Division, OF Breyer Mini Division
Ring 6 – OF Stone Division, OF Stone Mini Division
Ring 7 & 8 -  Performance – All sizes! Minis first!
Ring 8 – Micro Minis

Please note: We may call up several classes at a time to different areas of the tables if we believe those classes will not fill the tables.  For example when we are calling up Draft Breeds we may call for "Clydesdales" on one section, "Shires" on another section, “Other Draft" at the end etc.  We hope that this will allow the judges to judge one class right after another and save the time in between classes. We will do our best to announce clearly when several classes are called up and mark the sections of the table appropriately.

DIVISION DEFINITIONS:

MINI DIVISIONS – We have FOUR:  AR, CM, OFP Breyer and OFP Stone.  A Mini is any model that is a Stablemate,  Chips, Little Bit, Paddock Pal, or Pebbles sized model.  Classic sized models must show in the other divisions.  Any model that is a Mini MUST show in one of these divisions.  
RESIN DIVISION - Open to all original sculptures/limited edition resin/resin-type models, finished by anyone. This does NOT refer to Limited Edition Breyers, Hartlands, etc or mass produced resins like North Lights. One of a kind sculptures from scratch (not remade plastics etc) would also show in this division. Animal Artistry/Donna Chaney resins will show in this division, even if they are “factory” painted.
CUSTOM – aka- REPAINT, REPAINT-HAIR, REPAINT-REMAKE-HAIR Open to all regular run (mass production type) models (no artists resins) including those by Breyer, Peter Stone, Hartland, Hagen-Renaker, Beswick, Black Horse Ranch, Loza etc that have been repainted, remade and/or haired in a "cold painted" method such as acrylics or oil paints. Hair may be sculpted or real.  All etched models would also show in this division.  

ORIGINAL FINISH OTHER/CHINA – Any Original Finish other than Plastic Breyer or Stone - like Porcelain, Metal, China, Hartland, etc.
ORIGINAL FINISH BREYER OR ORIGINAL FINISH STONE  – Open to all plastic models only, finished by factory employees.  Models must be in the same EXACT condition as when it left the factory.  Models may be touched-up to hide nicks, etc.  But no socks/stars/etc. may be added, or paint removed.  No added gloss finish; no added shoes.  We are not dividing out Factory Customs or Connoisseur Models so those would show here as well.
NOVICE DIVISIONS – NON NAN QUALIFYING – Novice 1 - Open to all Novice exhibitors, 7 to 12 years of age.  Novice 2 – 13 to 18 years of age.  You may enter Novice Division but you can not enter any division in the Open Show.    IF we have 2 or more people that are over 18 & want to enter Novice, we will be glad to set up a Novice Adult division.

If you have any further questions please ask the show holder or judges where best to place a model!

WORKMANSHIP:  Will be held at the end of every Division in Resin & CM (Traditional/Classic).  Mini CM & AR will have to show in those Wormanship classes.  This year, we are only having COLOR workmanship classes.
SPECIFIC CLASS RULES FOR PERFORMANCE….

Cross entering between Performance  Divisions will only be allowed unless we end up holding up classes due to tack changes.  If we find we are holding classes for the same individuals over & over, cross entering will have to cease.  Have your horses ready to go! A timer will be used between classes & set for 5 minutes. When it dings we are closing the class.

ALL BELONGINGS must be placed on or under the table.  No spillage into the walkways! 

GENDER - any model may be shown as a gelding or a stallion, whether it has too many body parts or not enough. Judges will go on gender type and suitability rather than actual genitalia.

HALTERS are not allowed in any classes, unless molded on. 

PICKING CHAMPIONS/RESERVES ONLY Models placing 1st and 2nd  in each class will be called back up for Championship judge offs.  Only bring 1st and 2nd place ribbons to the table. NO POINT SYSTEM/NO OTHER RIBBONS WILL BE ALLOWED. 

RESULTS will be posted e-mailed as soon as possible to each exhibitor with a valid e-mail addy. 

SMALL CHILDREN - It is a long day, with lots going on.  Parents are responsible for their children’s actions and are asked to please keep a close eye on them!   NO RUNNING IN SHOWROOM ALLOWED!!!!!!
JUDGES/JUDGING You may not show under a judge a model created by that judge or show a model purchased from that judge within the last 6 months. The same holds for any models created or purchased by family members including roommates.
Breed classes will be judged on suitable anatomy, biomechanics, conformation, and breed type.  Workmanship Classes will be judged on finish, prepping, quality and correctness of painting, color and markings and modifiers, correctness and quality of remaking and remuscling and mold selection (AR/CM). 
Judges’ decisions are final.  If you have questions about a particular class, most judges welcome tactful inquiries, but these are best asked while the class is still fresh in the judge's minds. Please remember that when entering a model horse show, you are asking for an individual's OPINION about your horse in relation to what else is at the show. The judge's opinion may or may not agree with yours. Arguing with judges will not be tolerated.  If you can not abide by these rules, you will be asked to leave and forfeit any entry fees.
TAGS Etc. – Each entrant will need to provide a business card sized piece of paper (available at most office supply stores, the dimensions must be 2” x 3.5”) to be placed with each of their models when they are put in the ring to be judged.  The card should not be attached to the model, but placed in a manner that it should be obvious that a card belongs to a particular model. On one side of the card neatly type or print the model’s name and your initials (ones you normally use to show with), and on the other side, list the model’s breed and gender.  To speed things along, the Judges will collect the cards for the models they place, noting on the card the placing.  These will be stapled together in order of placing by the Judge, and attached to their overall judging card.  So – you will need a card for each model for each class they enter.  Cards are not required for callbacks, only the actual judging.  Please use white/cream/light colored cards and dark ink.  Please also attach to your model a tag with at least your initials and the model’s name on it (for easy id by the owner – especially needed in those huge OF classes – And for use of the judges during callbacks).  Tags and cards should be name side down while the model is in the ring.  Please note:  Cards must be the proper size.  Torn pieces of paper or cards of the wrong size are too easy to lose.  So no card-no placing, or incorrect card size-no placing.  PLEASE TYPE CARDS IF POSSIBLE – IF NOT, PLEASE PRINT “C L E A R L Y.”
